The local police chief, Commandant 
Fady Dagher, added "We need to keep supplying the media with positive events that happen 
in St. Michel”. The security club worked on safe transportation initiatives and a “”security 
angels” program that accompanied children to school. That program reduced school lateness, 
brawls and absenteeism as well, and is inspiring action internationally.
